With the new building for 
Exwick Heights School 
being built the old school 
sites will no longer be 
required. The planned 
opening of the new Ex-
wick Heights is Jan 
2008—less than a year 
from now. 
 
The county council had 
planned to sell both old 
school sites to pay for 
the new one. No private 
money is being used in 

this project, unlike the 
secondary schools in 
Exeter. However, the 
move creates problems 
as well as benefits. Ex-
wick already lacks ser-
vices that other areas 
have, and strangely 
could loose more. 
 
Problems, in Exwick? 
Not all community and 
sport activities currently 
on the school sites would 
be able to get time and 
space on the new site. 
Not all the preschool and 
after-school provision 
currently run can fit into 
the new building.  
Away from the schools 
the local youth centre is 
no longer fit for purpose 
and has closed, replaced 
2 nights a week by a 
minibus. The new Fox-
hayes doctors surgery 
only has 3 years of plan-
ning permission left and 

has already out grown its 
building. Also the com-
munity church which 
uses the Exwick Heights 
building might not fit in 
the new one. 
 
The Opportunity 
Even our shiny new com-
munity centre can not 
plug the gaps of these 
specialist needs. Many 
p e o p l e 
have said 
why not 
c o n v e r t 
one of the 
s c h o o l s 
in to a 
“ h u b ” 
w h e r e 
people could go for pre-
school, doctors, after-
school clubs, youth club, 
perhaps services for old 
people, meeting space. 
Cradle to grave and be-
yond? 
As a lady said the prob-
lem is that many good 
ideas fall by the wayside 
for all sorts of reasons. 
BUT the county council 
has agreed to put on 
hold selling the former 
Foxhayes site to allow a 
project to look at building 
facilities for the commu-
nity. 
 
The Foxhayes Project 
has been formed, cur-
rently chaired by the lo-
cal county councillor Rob 
Hanniford, made up of 
potential users and sup-
pliers of services. Mem-
bership includes Exeter 
City councillors, the Ex-
wick Heights School, 
Foxhayes doctor ’s, 
Devon Youth Service, 

W e s t 
Exe Children's Centre, 
preschool, ECA, Exwick 
Community Church and 
others.  Invites have 
been invited to other 
groups too. 
 
The group have commis-
sioned a survey of the 
building and drawn up 
provisional plans. The 

big issue is to 
create a ro-
bust business 
plan which will 
show how to 
pay for the 
c o n v e r s i o n 
and then sus-
tain the pro-

ject into the future. 
 
Nothing is certain, and 
good ideas do fall by the 
way side.  
 
The government organi-
sations who might put 
money into these pro-
jects have tight budgets. 
The first step is to prove 
that there is a need. A 

survey of the residents of 
Exwick is needed to find 
out what you feel about 
the Foxhayes Project 
and whether you would 
use it. 
 

The project needs some 
honest information which 
we can put a number on. 
A simple survey with a 
few questions is included 
with this Exwick Courier. 
To make it easy to send 

back there is a freepost 
address, or you can drop 
it into the doctors, school 
or the Centre in Kinner-
ton Way. Extra copies 
are available at the doc-
tors surgeries. It is also 
online at :

You do not have to put 
your name on it, but 
there is a prize draw for 
cash prizes if you do.
