Exeter City Council’s pilot My 
Neighbourhood Scheme is 
coming to an end. Some pro-
jects are still running, others 
have finished and still others 
have been used for facilities 
and equipment which will con-
tinue to give benefit. 
Some great things have been 
achieved in the Exwick area 
through the My Neighbourhood 
project. Dawn Rivers, Commu-
nity Involvement Off icer, 
wanted to express her thanks 
to the many residents who 
have got out of their armchairs 
and got involved to improve 
Exwick as a place to live and 
play! 
Over the months there have 
been meetings at a number of 
venues across Exwick, includ-
ing the Community Centre on 
Kinnerton Way, the Civil Ser-
vice Club and Redhills School. 
The meetings have been at-
tended by the city and county 
councillors, council officials and 
the neighbourhood police 
teams who have listened to 
what residents have said about 
problems and improvements 
they would like to see take 
place.  
The best thing to come out of 
the project has been how local 
people have come forward with 
ideas for spending the My 
Neighbourhood £5,000 grant.  
Some of the ideas that re-
ceived funding were: 

• Exwick Community Church 
received £500 for mini-bus hire 
to provide activities for young 

people and wider community. 

• A group of parents received 
£500 to provide arts & crafts 
activities for young children 
over the summer holidays at 
Exwick Parish Hall. 

• Exwick Parish Hall received 
£500 to create a garden on va-
cant land at the rear of the par-
ish hall (This was also sup-
ported by the Rok Challenge as 
seen in the Express and Echo) 

• Garland Close Neighbour-
hood Watch received £100 to 
pay for having signs put up. 

• Friends of Foxhayes Practice 
received £500 to buy a neon 
sign to promote services pro-
vided by Friends of Foxhayes 
Practice, also car seats for vol-
unteers to help families get to 
hospital services. 

• Arts for older people A local 
artist received £500 via ECA to 
provide art classes at Exwick 
Community Centre from Sep-
tember-November. 

• Tennis Lessons for young 
people a local parent was 
awarded £400 via ECA and 
supported to organise free ten-
nis lessons for children at the 
Civil Service club over the sum-
mer break. These are still run-
ning at a reduced rate for Ex-
wick young people. 

• Friends of Redhills School 
received £500 towards picnic 
tables with covers for the 
school. 

• Football at Barley Mount Two 
local parents have been run-

ning football sessions with 
young people at Barley Mount. 
They received £350 to hire an 
indoor pitch so the football 
could continue through the win-
ter months. Another £350 
sponsorship has also been re-
ceived from Western Power to 
purchase kit and equipment. 

• Break dancing and Street 
dancing (£375) for young peo-
ple to take place at Redhills 
School up to Christmas. 
Drama classes (£500) for 
young people at Exwick Com-
munity Centre from January. 
Exwick residents (through the 
Exwick Community Associa-
tion) have submitted an 
“Awards 4 All” lottery applica-
tion to continue sport and 
break/street dancing activities 
through 2009.   
On February 7th Exwick Com-
munity association, with sup-
port from the My neighbour-
hood project is planning a cele-
bration event to bring together 
the groups who have received 
funding. The aim is to ensure 
that there continues to be a co-
ordinated approach to people 
working together in the area.
